The initial league sign-up fee is $45.  Then it’s $20 per week for 
green fee, range balls, and ½ cart.   The entry fee is due by COB 
Wednesday, April 17th.

If you are unable to commit to the entire season as a regular 
player, consider signing up as a substitute3.  You’ll have plenty 
of opportunities to play and you’ll meet a lot of nice hackers 
golfers!

Substitutes are responsible for paying 
for the rounds they play unless other arrangements are made by the league member.
