
Scorecard Procedures
In order to help us score and verify the match scores more quickly, please use the following guidelines for filling out your scorecards. Also, please try to be neat. If you think we might have a hard time deciphering your card, please transfer the scores onto a new card prior to signing the card (or if done after, turn in both the neat card and the messy card). Your help will be greatly appreciated.

1. Each scorecard has three panels – the Ireland nine, the Scotland nine, and the England nine. Write your last names and the last names of your opponents on the nine that we are playing (we will use the other spaces for scoring the match). Also fill in the player section at the bottom of the England Nine panel.  Include you last name (and initial if necessary) under PLAYER, Gross Score under TOT, Handicap under HCP, and Net Score under NET.  Fill these in before you turn in your card.

2. Identification.  In addition to the names of the match players, please put your team names on the card in the space below the Scotland Nine – like “Tech Attack vs. Grassholes”.
3. Card order.
On the panel we are playing, Skip the first line.  Then put the A player from each team on the next two lines.  Skip another line.  Then put the B player from each team on the next two lines.  Do Not put both members of your team together.  Do it like this:

Team 1, Player A
Team 2, Player A

Team 1, Player B
Team 2, Player B

(See example below for a more explicit details)

4. Handicap.  Please include the handicap in the handicap column in space provided on the card.  Check the Members by Name or Members by Team sheets posted at the course each week to ensure you are using the latest handicaps.
NOTE:  When you compare your handicaps, you give/receive strokes based on the DIFFERENCE between you and your opponent.  For example, if you are a 9 and your opponent is a 12, you give him 3 strokes - one on each of the hardest three holes for the nine we are playing that day.  Indicate with a small but legible dot the holes where strokes are received (see example below).
5. How to score the match.  After each hole played during the round, please denote the winner of the hole (for the match play portion) by circling the score of the winner, keeping in mind the handicaps as noted above.  If it was a tie, do not circle either score.
This will assist you in scoring the "match play" portion of your round.
After the round, please total up your points and write down next to the team names below (not in) the Scotland Nine section how many points each team won for that match.  Doing this will allow your league coordinators to post the final scores/rankings/handicaps more promptly.  If you have any questions, please feel free to contact Chris or Chip or an experienced member.  Your help with this is GREATLY appreciated.
6. Sign & Attest.  The person keeping the score card must sign his/her own card and attest to the opponent's card after comparing cards after the round and settling any discrepancies (there is a place to sign below the England Nine).  Don’t leave discrepancies unsettled – only the four people who played the match can figure these out.
7. Date.  Please put the date of the current match on the card below the England Nine section.
